Council reviewed several items of correspondence addressing a request from the owner of Part of Lot 20, Concession 7 to access his property from Red Maple Drive.

Resolved that Council does authorize the creation of an entrance from Red Maple Drive to Part of Lot 20, Concession 7, according to the following conditions:

1.  The entrance be restricted to a width of 16’ and the location of the entrance be determined by the Road    Superintendent to ensure it is separate from the area dedicated as an easement to Great Lakes Power;

2. The entrance from Red Maple Drive to Part of Lot 20, Concession 7, be gated on the owner’s property;

3. The authority to access from Red Maple Drive be granted at a cost of $9,000 with such funds to be remitted to the developer of the Island Shores Subdivision (Red Maple Drive);

4.   The required legal documents be registered to allow the entrance from Red Maple Drive to cross the one foot municipally owned reserve and that such costs associated with this registration be the financial responsibility of the owner of Part of Lot 20, Concession 7.  * Carried *
Reeve See welcomed members of the Hilton Community Projects Committee.  Dale Kingsley, spokesperson for the group, outlined improvements the members would like to see to Big Point Park.  The Recreation Committee plans to hold the annual swim program at Big Point this year, given the blue-green algae problem at Twin Lakes the past couple years.  Council recommended the list of improvements be prioritized to determine what can be accomplished this year.  Council agreed that plans should be drawn for the construction of a pavilion on a concrete pad complete with an enclosed storage area, as well as, a combined washroom/changeroom.  The Road Superintendent was asked to do some brushing to create more of a parking area. Committee members noted that as a result of low water levels, the distance to get to the water is considerable.   Many of the young children are tired from the walk prior to getting to a water level adequate for the lessons.  It was recommended that a request be included in the Minutes to ask if a local resident might be willing to loan/donate a twelve foot aluminum boat to the group to transport the young children to the swimming lesson area. A representative of Council will continue to meet with the group to ensure tenders for the work can be out in enough time to benefit this year’s swim program.
Reeve See welcomed a prospective buyer for a land-locked property along the unopened section of the M and N road allowance.  A request was made to open approximately 200 metres of the road allowance to provide motor vehicle access to the property.

This permission is conditional on the area of improvement first being surveyed by an Ontario Land Surveyor.  All work must be carried out according to the 
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specifications set by Hilton Township Road Superintendent, Lyn Garside and any requirements of Department of Fisheries and Oceans and/or Ministry of Natural Resources.   * Carried *
Council reviewed several items of correspondence regarding the Notice of Completion for proposed access to Lot 16, Concession Y (Jocques Bay).  Questions received from an abutting landowner were answered by both the Township and Walker Engineering, acting on behalf of the landowner requesting access.  An area landowner submitted questions to the Ministry of Natural Resources to which an MNR representative and Walker Engineering provided responses.   
Council reviewed the draft grant submission for the Municipal Infrastructure Investment Initiative prepared by the Clerk and Road Superintendent. The deadline is February 15, 2008 and successful recipients will be advised prior to the end of March, 2008. Council authorized the application for replacement of the P Line Bridge and road improvements to the P Line.

Council reviewed the summary of contracted road services for the year 2007.
Council reviewed and approved the draft letter to be sent to all Ellwood Boulevard ratepayers explaining Council’s role in the hydro installation project over the last few years.

Council reviewed correspondence regarding the municipality’s application to COMRIF for funding to carry out the requirements of the Asset Management Program.  The municipality is eligible for a total grant of approximately $11,000 to be split equally among federal/provincial/municipal levels of government. The work must be completed by January 1, 2009. The Clerk advised Council that while municipal staff have committed to compiling an inventory of capital assets, staff time is not considered an eligible expense.  If the work is contracted out to a consultant, however, the associated costs are eligible.  The Clerk advised area municipalities that work with the same auditing firm have expressed an interest in meeting with one of the firm’s representatives to determine what work could be contracted out and at what cost.  If the cost falls within the approved grant funding, it would be reasonable to utilize it and free up staff time for other municipal projects.
The Clerk advised that the Road Superintendent had unused vacation from 2007 and asked whether the ten days should be paid out or carried forward to the current year.

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Correspondence was received from the St. Joseph Township Fire Department advising that additional ice rescue training would be offered in February.  Fire Chief Joe Books had advised that four members from Hilton Union Fire Department would be attending.

The Clerk advised that a seasonal resident had made a donation to the Hilton Union Fire Department in recognition of all the volunteers’ efforts.  A thank you letter had already been sent.

Council reviewed a copy of correspondence from the Ministry of Municipal Affairs to the Planning Board advising that additional information would be required prior to its approval of the new Official Plan.

Council reviewed the invoice for building inspection services for the month of December 2007 and the year-to-date costs versus revenue figure.

Council reviewed a summary of area municipal tax rates for the Year 2007.  Hilton Township was the fourth lowest of ten communities.

Council suggested an additional quote be requested on the development of a new municipal website.  It was recommended that a new website be kept as simple as possible to keep the costs down.

Resolved that we do amend Resolution #2007-127 dated December 5, 2007 by changing the transfer to Reserve for Municipal Website from $2,500 to $3,000 as per the 2007 Budget. *Carried*
Council reviewed the January 2008 Consumer Price Index release which showed the annual change from 2006 to 2007 to be an increase of 2.2%.  According to the municipality’s working condition by-law, all wages will be adjusted by 2.2% effective January 1, 2008.
The Clerk provided Council with information on the recently announced Family Day holiday.  Council was advised that because Township employees already receive eleven annual holidays, they are not automatically entitled to the holiday. Staff recommended the day be considered a normal workday given the busy time of year for both Administration and Road employees. Council accepted staff’s recommendation.

Council reviewed the 2008 estimates for policing services

Council received performance evaluation forms for the two full-time employees with a request the forms be completed prior to the April 2008 council meeting.
