This Special Meeting was held to discuss infrastructure grant projects and provide an update on the purchase of a float for the Roads Department.
There were no disclosures of pecuniary interest.

The Clerk provided an outline of the two infrastructure grant programs recently announced by senior levels of government.  The two programs were announced April 15, 2009 and each had an application deadline of May 1, 2009.  The short turnaround time is linked to the basis of the grants being to stimulate the economy. The costs of projects under both grants would be shared on a one-third basis by federal, provincial and municipal levels of government. Conditions for both grant programs included that the proposed work could not have been completed within the next two years without federal/provincial financial assistance and  the proposed projects were ‘shovel-ready’ and could be substantially completed prior to March 31, 2011.
Under the BCF-CC (Building Canada Fund – Communities Component) municipalities with a population of less than 100,000 could submit one application for a range of categories (Green Energy/Culture/Sport/Roads/ Recreation/etc).  The BCF-CC was the more intensive application and would require significant administration time to complete.  The BCF-CC also stressed the importance of satisfying specific outcomes dependent on the category chosen.  In relation to Road Infrastructure, outcomes such as improved efficiency; improved safety and minimzing environmental impacts were noted as desirable benefits.
Under the ISF (Infrastructure Stimulus Fund), municipalities could submit up to three applications for a similar range of categories. The application process for this program was considerably easier than the BCF-CC program.  The Clerk advised that if multiple projects were submitted, they could not be prioritized.

Council supported applications under both programs for road projects.  Council reviewed the Five Year Road Construction Plan and recommended the future work planned for Big Point Road and Hamilton Drive as the projects to be submitted.  The Clerk confirmed that with the additional funds to be received this year under the Ontario Municipal Partnership Fund, the municipality would be able to satisfy its one-third share of the estimated costs of either, or both, projects.  On the basis of the criteria for each grant, the following resolutions were passed.

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BUILDING PERMITS entitle you to ….

· A proficient review of building plans for compliance with all Provincial and Municipal laws and codes

· On site inspections by a trained inspector throughout the course of construction

· Assurance that the health and welfare of you, your family, and your neighbours are taken into consideration

Building Permits are required to:

· Add a carport, garage or rooms to an existing building

· Add dormers

· Add structural features such as decks, canopies, etc.

· Any structural work including interior partitions

· Construct a new home or cottage

· Construct accessory buildings such as garages, sheds, etc.

· Construct fireplace or chimney

· Demolitions (no charge)

· Enclose a porch or construct roof over sundeck

· Excavate the basement to provide a full basement

· Install new rooms or finish existing rooms in the basement or attic

· Raise a building to provide a new or altered foundation

· Scaled drawings and application forms are required for all building permits

· Building permit applications should be submitted at least 10 days prior to planned commencement of construction.

IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE OWNER TO OBTAIN A BUILDING PERMIT

IT IS ILLEGAL TO START WORK WITHOUT A PERMIT

Building permits are not required for non-structural work such as the installation of siding, soffit or facia, the replacement of shingles or same-size windows or for separate structures occupying an area of 10 square metres or less (approximately 100 square feet) - unless such building involves plumbing – then a permit is necessary.
