Council welcomed Penny Wood, Chairperson of the Recreation Committee.  Discussions centered on a new direction for the Recreation Committee given the effect the blue-green algae problems have had on what used to be the Committee’s main focus, the swimming program at Twin Lakes. Efforts to duplicate the swim program at Big Point Park were unsuccessful, attributed to the colder waters and the increased distance for participants to travel.  The changing demographics were also discussed.   A decision was made to postpone any plans to erect a super-structure at Big Point Park until the ownership issue was resolved with the MNR.  Council was in favour of making improvements to the Kaskawan Trail in the area linking the Village to Stills Side Road and onto Trainors Side Road. The Clerk noted that a grant program currently existed for Recreation Infrastructure that would help to offset the costs associated with such improvements.  A representative from Council will walk the area with members of the Recreation Committee to determine the feasibility of the suggested improvements.

Correspondence from the Village of Hilton Beach stated it agreed to the Township’s hourly rate for road maintenance at the landfill site.  The Village Council confirmed it would meet with Lyn Garside,  Road Superintendent, to address the road improvements necessary in order for winter road maintenance to be provided by the Township. 

Council discussed the location of numerous fence posts erected alongside Stills Side Road, noting their close proximity to the travelled road.  It was clarified that Stills Side Road is not a designated township road and the normal setback requirements for a road allowance do not apply.

Councillor Leask reported on the recent Hilton Union Fire Board meeting when the 2009 budget was discussed. Both the Village and Township Councils agreed to continue to transfer $10,000 annually to the Reserve Fund for Equipment, noting the probability of having to replace the aged fire vehicles in the near term.
