Resolved that we do approve the Minutes of the meeting of July 8, 2009, as presented.  *Carried*
Lyn Garside, Road Superintendent, advised Council that all surface treatment planned within the municipality had been completed, however, due to the cooler weather it was taking longer than normal to set.  Council was also updated on the estimate of costs from Great Lakes Power to relocate several hydro poles along Hamilton Drive.  Council considered the costs excessive and an alternative solution may be considered.  The Road Superintendent also advised that Great Lakes Power had recently replaced hydro poles along a section of X Line and in doing so, had relocated some poles resulting in poles along both sides of the road and wires crossing the road. The municipality was not approached about the change in pole location prior to the work being carried out and would not have authorized it.  The Clerk was directed to contact Great Lakes Power and invite a representative to the next meeting to discuss the matter. 
Information was provided on the sign requirements for the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund project on Hamilton Drive.  Municipalities are required to erect a Federal and Provincial sign acknowledging both governments’ financial contribution.  Council opted to not erect a third sign acknowledging our own municipal contribution.

Council discussed various park upkeep issues.  Maintenance of the park has been contracted out to allow the Road Superintendent to focus on road construction.  Items to be addressed in each of the municipal parks were discussed.  There was further discussion on improvements to the existing Kaskawan trail between the Village and Still Side Road. 
The Road Superintendent advised he had met with a Village of Hilton Beach council member at the landfill site to discuss the Township’s concerns with winter plowing of the site. While the Village has plans to make some changes in the spring of 2010, it is not anticipated any improvements will be made to allow for winter plowing by the Township for the upcoming season. 

The Clerk advised Council of several complaints received about ATV’s travelling at excessive speeds on township roads and damage the vehicles are causing to recently graveled areas.  The Clerk was directed to contact the OPP and request additional patrols in the affected areas.

MINUTES – September 2, 2009

The Clerk advised Council of a zoning issue on Twin Lakes.  A building permit had been issued for an addition to a cottage that did not satisfy current setback requirements.  While the existing structure was grandfathered under the Zoning By-law, any increase in size of the building requires a zoning amendment to reduce the permitted 91’ setback from the original high water mark. The Clerk was directed to contact the owner and advise a zoning amendment would need to be filed.

Resolved that we do give first, second and third and final reading and pass By-Law No. 972-09 being a by-law to enter into an Agreement with the OPP regarding 9-1-1 and the provision of CERB (Central Emergency Reporting Bureau) services.  *Carried*
The Clerk advised Council that new information had been provided by a financial advisor with the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing (MMAH) regarding a municipality’s reserves and reserve funds.  During budget discussions this year, Council opted to reduce the taxation levy by $21,000 on the premise our reserves were at an adequate level.   MMAH advised that, in fact, our reserves are lower than its recommended level of $1,500/per household. The Minsitry does not include any “obligatory” reserve savings such as the Parks Reserve Fund or Federal Gas Tax Reserve Fund in its calculations.  Referring to our latest Financial Information Return, our municipality’s reserves were at $1,151/per household which carried a “low-risk” rating in terms of financial stability.  Based on this information, we were advised to keep this in mind when establishing our 2010 tax rate.

Council reviewed information provided by AMO regarding the User Tire Plan to be implemented September 1, 2009. The plan is designed to have municipalities that accept tires at their landfills register with the Ontario Tire Stewardship to receive free tire pickup.  Municipalities that register must then accept tires from residents and businesses at no charge.

This year it's a different flu season

Every year as winter approaches, we begin hearing about the flu. This year we’re hearing about a different flu season. That’s because in addition to the regular or seasonal flu, we have to protect ourselves against the H1N1 flu virus that has been such a big story worldwide in 2009.

Flu shots – seasonal and H1N1

This year, two vaccines have been developed – one against seasonal flu and the other against H1N1 flu. Remember, you might need them both. The seasonal flu shot will not protect you against the H1N1 flu. This year’s seasonal flu shot will be available as usual in the fall, while the H1N1 vaccine will be available later in the year. The H1N1 vaccine will first be offered to target groups such as health care workers, pregnant women and people with pre-existing medical conditions. Everyone who needs and wants the H1N1 flu shot, as well as the seasonal flu shot, will be able to get one. Consult your health care provider or public health unit about this year’s flu immunization programs. 

Preventing the spread of the flu

	
	Good hand hygiene is the best way to prevent the spread of all flu viruses. Wash your hands with soap and water thoroughly and often.
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	Keep an alcohol-based sanitizer (gel or wipes) handy at work, home and in your car. It needs to be at least 60% alcohol to be effective.
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	Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or sneeze and dispose of tissue. Cough into your upper sleeve if you don't have a tissue.
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	Avoid large crowds of people where viruses can spread easily. Stay home when you are sick.
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	Keep common surfaces and items clean and disinfected.


When you should seek medical care

Most cases of the flu, whether seasonal or H1N1, tend to be mild. However, if you do not start to feel better after a few days or if your symptoms get worse, you should either contact your doctor or call Telehealth Ontario at 1-866-797-0000.

You should seek medical care immediately if you experience flu symptoms and you :

· are pregnant; 

· have heart or lung disease; 

· have any other chronic health problem that requires regular medical attention; 

· are elderly or frail; or 

· have an illness or are receiving treatments – for example, for diabetes, cancer, or HIV/AIDS – that might affect your immune system. 

If your child is suffering from the flu, you should seek medical care immediately if his or her symptoms improve and then suddenly become worse. In addition, seek care if you notice any of the following signs in your child:

· fast or difficult breathing; 

· bluish or dark-coloured lips or skin; 

· drowsiness to the point where he or she cannot be easily wakened; 

· severe crankiness or not wanting to be held; or 

· dehydration – not drinking enough fluids and not going to the bathroom regularly.
