Lyn Garside, Road Superintendent, advised Council that the year 2011 had been a good one in terms of winter road maintenance as both the early and late months had involved very few snow events. 

The Clerk confirmed that the new pumper had been delivered by volunteers of the Saugeen Shores Fire Department on December 15, 2011.  
It was confirmed that the next Fire Board meeting would be held at the Hilton Township Municipal Office on  Wednesday, January 25, 2012 at 7:00 p.m.

The Clerk advised that the Bridge Emergency Plan developed by CEMC Joe Books should be adopted by by-law.  This Plan is to serve as a guideline for the agencies to be contacted in case of an emergency that closes down the bridge.

Resolved that we do give first, second and third and final reading and pass By-Law No 1032-12 being a by-law to adopt the Bernt Gilbertson St. Joseph Island Bridge Emergency Plan.  *Carried*
Council reviewed a copy of a letter from SAH President/CEO Ron Gagnon to Jocelyn Township regarding that municipality’s recent declaration of a state of emergency.  Mr. Gagnon disputed the circumstances as constituting an emergency and noted the same situations are faced by other rural communities across the province and country.  He maintained that non-emergency blood draws for non-registered patients would not be undertaken at Matthews Memorial Hospital.  
Council discussed the mixed responses to Jocelyn’s decision to declare a state of emergency and directed that a letter be sent to Joe Books, CEMC, to relay Hilton Township Council’s support of his actions during this situation.
Council reviewed a letter from a resident concerned with Council’s decision to support the right of Jocelyn Township to make such a declaration.  It was recommended that a response be sent to clarify Hilton Township’s resolution of support as well as the possible use of municipal funds to share in the costs of a contracted van service.  If such a solution was to be put in place, it would be anticipated that the associated costs would be shared by several municipalities.
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Council once again discussed the proposed emergency exercise that had been submitted to JEPP and subsequently turned down by all Island municipalities on the basis of total cost.  Council noted the time, effort and ancillary costs that would have been incurred in putting together the plan and recommended that recognition be given for the work involved.
The Clerk advised that training sessions with the Secretary-Treasurer of the Planning Board would hopefully resume in the near future with a focus on the legal process for adoption and wording of zoning by-law amendments.  The area Clerks are also planning a joint session on drafting by-laws for planning and zoning.

The Clerk confirmed that no objections had been received prior to the final date for appeal of Zoning Amendment No. 2011-01.  The by-law passed in December 2011 is now considered to be in effect.

Council reviewed the building inspection invoices for the months of November and December 2011 along with a cost versus fees summary for the year 2011.  Total permit fees collected were $3,170 and costs were $10,560.84 resulting in a loss of $7,390.84.  The Clerk advised that many municipalities have responded with details of the fees they charge and a summary will be presented to Council at the next meeting so a decision can be made on whether or not this municipality’s fees should be increased.
The Building Inspector provided a detailed summary of building permits issued during the 2011 year.

Council reviewed correspondence from the Village confirming the recycling bins were in place at the landfill as of mid December 2011.  Residents are reminded that “Tim Horton” cups (and similar) are not acceptable as either paper or cardboard.  They should just be included with regular household garbage.  Shredded material should be kept together in a bag and the bag thrown into the bin rather than the loose shredded material.  If you have hard covered books, the covers should be removed and put in the cardboard bin and the remaining pages placed in the paper bin.  We no longer pay to use the bins at the corner of Highway 17 and 548, so please make sure you make use of the bins at the local landfill.  We also receive a refund on the volumes deposited which will help to offset the overall cost.

New Recycling Opportunities at the M and N Landfill

Effective January 1, 2012 regular recycling bins, as well as, an electronic recycling bin will be available at the M and N Landfill during regularly scheduled hours.

Electronic Recycling Bin:

· Display devices:  monitors, televisions

· Desktop computers; Portable computers

· Computer peripherals:  mice and keyboards

· Printing, copying and multifunctional devices

· Telephones and telephone answering machines

· Cellular devices and pagers

· Home theatre in a box:  equalizers, amplifiers, speakers, tuners and turntables

· Aftermarket vehicle audio and video devices

· Image, audio and video devices: home/portable/non-portable

Please note it is a condition of the bin being placed at the landfill and our ability to use it that no items or parts of items can be removed from the bin.

Regular Recycling Bins:
· Glass Bottles and jars (not light bulbs/sheet glass) – please rinse bottles and jars to remove residue; please remove lids; you do not have to remove labels

· Commingled Plastic and metal food and beverage containers (#1 PETE and #2 HOPE) – please rinse cans to remove residue; please push the lids of metal cans inside and squeeze the top in slightly to keep the lid in the can; please remove caps and lids from all plastic bottles; you do not have to remove labels

· Cardboard and Boxboard – please flatten all boxes to fit in depot slots; please do not deposit plastic or wax board (ie no milk cartons)

· Newsprint – includes flyers, magazines, catalogues, paper and hard back books (please remove the cover and place in Cardboard bin and the remaining insides into the Newsprint bin); keep shredded paper in a bag rather than depositing loose; do not deposit “Tim Horton” cups in either Cardboard or Newsprint bins –  include with regular household garbage.
The Township of Hilton no longer contributes to the recycling bins at the corner of Hwy 17 and Hwy 548 so please do not use that location for your recycling needs.  Both the Village of Hilton Beach and the Township of Hilton will receive a rebate for the volume of recycling deposited at the M and N Landfill which will help to reduce the overall cost of providing this service.

WINTER STORMS

· Listen for the warnings:  Environment Canada monitors the weather 24 hours a day, seven days a week.  If a severe storm is coming, the weather service issues advisories through national, regional and local radio and television stations.
· Be Prepared:

· Pack an emergency kit – this should include food, clothing, blankets, medication, water purification tablets and first-aid and tool kits as well as flashlights and a battery-powered radio – with extra batteries for both.

· Reduce the hazards – trim dead or rotting branches and cut down dead trees to reduce the danger of these falling on your house.  
· Choose a place to meet – when a severe storm strikes, members of your household may be at work, school or a friend’s place.  To avoid unnecessary worry, plan a meeting place or some system of communicating with one another to check that everyone is safe.
· When a Severe Storm is Forecast: make sure you have a battery-powered radio on hand as the electricity frequently fails during a severe storm
